14. Discuss Adoption Assistance Program and Kin-GAP if applicable and eligibility.

15. Are the caretakers supportive of post-adoption contact with birth parents? Are caretakers willing to supervise visits after guardianship? Under guardianship they will be responsible for supervising court ordered visits.

16. Are the caretakers supportive of post-adoption contact with birth siblings?

17. Discuss visits with birth parents or siblings supervised by caretakers. What are caretakers’ observations?(crying when leaving, relationship during the visits, and behavior after the visits)

1. For a very young child it may be appropriate to ask, ‘If you could live anywhere in the world where would you live?’ or, ‘If you could live with anyone in the world where would you live?’ Does the child like living with his/her caretaker(s)? Why? 

2. Ask the child how they feel about visiting with their birth parents/siblings. If the caretakers are not planning on continuing contact with the birth parents/siblings, ask how the child would feel if he/she did not have anymore visits/contact with the birth parents/siblings.  

5. Discuss the differences between long term foster care, legal guardianship and adoption. Have older children repeat back the differences between guardianship and adoption to ensure they fully understand the permanent plan. What are the child’s wishes? Why?
