
	Information Regarding Adoption



Characteristics of Children Available for Adoption Through This Adoption Agency

Typically, the children available for adoption through this agency are under the court’s jurisdiction and are known as Dependents of the Juvenile Court.  According to the law, children who are Dependents of the Juvenile Court can only live with approved Resource Families, including relatives, or non-related extended family members (NREFM) prior to the termination of parental rights.  Most of the children placed by this agency with adoptive parents are not freed from the parents’ custody at the time of placement.  It is then necessary that applicants for placement and/or adoption, become Resource Families.  
The court will require the parent(s) to accomplish certain tasks within a specified time frame in order to regain custody of their children.  The program offered by this agency to help the parent(s) regain custody of their children is called Family Reunification.  Resource Families who care for dependent children during the Family Reunification process are expected to actively participate in the goal of returning the child to the parent(s).  

If the parent(s) is/are unable to complete the requirements of the court and the child cannot safely return to the care of the parent(s), the child will then receive Permanency Planning services and the agency must look for a permanent home for the child.  The best home for these children is an adoptive home.  Your family may be chosen as a permanency planning family by becoming the child’s adoptive parent(s).  In that case, the agency may recommend the termination of parental rights and assist you in your adoption. 
Sometimes it is difficult to locate adoptive homes for children over the age of three, large sibling groups, children with barriers such as race, ethnicity, color or origin, children with health or behavioral problems and children with adverse parental backgrounds.  When this is the case, it may be necessary to look outside of a child’s community for an adoptive family.  Adoption agencies exchange information about children waiting to be adopted.  California has a waiting child program.  In California, children who are hard-to-place are listed in a statewide photo album of waiting children.  You may ask your social worker to share information with you about children in other communities who are waiting to be adopted.  You may also look at California’s waiting child photo album on the internet at www.cakidsconnection.com/ or at Kern County’s Heart Gallery program at www.heartgalleryofamerica.org/Galleries/California_KernCounty.html. 
Alternatives to Adoption
When a child cannot safely return to the parent(s), adoption is generally the best permanent plan.  However, in some instances when children cannot return to their parent(s), it may not be appropriate to permanently terminate the parents’ rights.  Legal Guardianship and Another Planned Permanent Living Arrangement (APPLA) or long term foster care are alternatives to adoption in these cases.  Children in APPLA remain Dependents of the Juvenile Court and their parents’ rights are only limited by the court.

Legal Guardianship provides more permanency for children than APPLA by suspending parental rights and giving the legal guardians the ability to make educational and medical decisions for the child.  Non-Relative Resource Families obtaining legal guardianship will continue to receive financial assistance if the child is state-only eligible, including the basic foster care rate, any Special Care Increment (SCI), and clothing allowance the child is receiving. Non-Relative Resource Families may qualify for the Kinship Guardianship Assistance Payment Program (Kin-GAP) funding as “fictive kin” if the child is federally eligible and the child has been in placement with the family for over six (6) months.
Relatives wishing to obtain Legal Guardianship are eligible to receive financial assistance through the Kin-GAP Assistance Program if the child has been placed in the home for at least six (6) consecutive months.  Kin-GAP is equal to the foster care rate and may include Special Care Increments (SCI) or clothing allowances that the child received in foster care. Under Kin-GAP, SCI’s can be increased or decreased as the child’s needs change. If the child has been in the home for less than six (6) consecutive months, relatives may qualify for Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF), which can be substantially less than the foster care rate. 
	The Adoption Process




In order to adopt in the State of California, you must be at least ten years older than the child you are adopting if you are not a relative. You must be financially able to care for a child and be willing to assume responsibility for the care, guidance and protection of a child.  You must possess adequate safe housing. It is necessary that any health concerns of the adoptive applicants be addressed and that the results of any child abuse/neglect or criminal record history are explored, and mitigated, if necessary. The adopting parent(s) and the child have the legal relationship of parent and child, with all the rights and duties of this relationship, including the right of inheritance after adoption. 
Once the child is referred to the Adoption Agency for a Permanency Planning Hearing (also known as the 366.26 Hearing), the adoption agency is given 120 days to write an assessment recommending whether parental rights are terminated and the most appropriate long term plan. The adoption worker assigned to your case will complete an initial assessment interview.
If the court terminates parental rights, the parents have sixty days to file an appeal. However, during this time the process can go forward.  
As of January 2017, the state has made significant changes to the approval process for placement of children in foster care, including regulations regarding approval for adoption. This new process is called Resource Family Approval (RFA). If you are already a Resource Family, you are considered approved for adoption. However, an update to your RFA may be necessary if any significant changes occur in your family or household. For those families who were approved for placement prior to this date, they must meet the regulations that were in place prior to January 2017 (see below for the requirements). Therefore, after the court terminates parental rights, the adoption worker will work with your family to ensure you satisfy all the necessary requirements according to your specific case. Your close cooperation with this process will ensure your adoption will be completed on a timely basis.  As part of this process, non-RFA families will be required to complete the following:

a) Each adoptive parent must complete the Adoption Permanency Planning Orientation (APPO) with the adoption worker and obtain a certificate of completion.
b) Each adoptive parent must complete the 1-day PRIDE (Parent Resources for Information, Development and Education) Pre-Adoption training.
c) You will be required to submit an application, questionnaires and other materials, which you must complete as soon as possible.  Once the paperwork is completed, the assigned home study worker will conduct a series of interviews.  At least two of the interviews will be in your home.
d) You will be required to submit the results of a test for communicable tuberculosis (TB) for each adult living in your home.  You will also be required to submit a questionnaire regarding your health and in some instances complete a physical.
e) You will be required to submit proof of your current marriage and any divorces.  If you cannot verify all divorces, proof of your most current divorce will be considered proof that all prior marriages were legally terminated.
f) All applicants applying for adoption and anyone over the age of 18 years living in the home must be fingerprinted in order to obtain a report of any criminal history.  You must also submit to a Child Abuse Index check in order to inquire into any history of child abuse.

g) You will be asked to provide the names and addresses of people who will be willing to write a reference letter recommending you for adoption.  

h) You will be asked to provide information either in written form or verbally about your finances, employment, your children’s school progress and various other aspects of your marriage, parenting abilities, your history and family life.
Effective January 1, 2017, a change in the state law regarding Senate Bill 1060 – Postadoption Contact: Siblings of Dependent Children or Wards, was enacted. The Adoption Agency is required to convene a meeting with the prospective adoptive child, his/her sibling(s), the prospective adoptive parent(s) and a facilitator for the purpose of deciding whether to voluntarily execute a postadoption sibling contact agreement. During the meeting, the team will discuss contact between the adopted child and any known siblings including dependent siblings, half siblings, biological siblings, and adult siblings. Your adoption worker will submit a referral for this meeting to occur which must be completed prior to your adoption finalizing. 
Once your adoption social worker has determined all requirements have been met to move towards finalization, the adoption agency will mail out an Adoption Assistance Program (AAP) application so that you may apply for adoption benefits on behalf of your adoptive child.  Once the AAP application is returned and processed, the adoptive placement process can begin.  If there are no pending appeals, an adoptive placement can be completed.  If there is an appeal pending, the appeal period can take several months and in some cases, up to a year.  This will be checked on a regular basis by the adoption social worker who will be notified once a decision has been made by the courts.  It is our intent to complete your adoption in the least amount of time, but it is also necessary that we be thorough in meeting all of the necessary requirements of the law.

This adoption agency is required to disclose all available background information regarding a child who is to be adopted and to provide copies of all of that child’s available medical, dental, psychological and/or developmental records to the adoptive parent(s) prior to the signing of an adoptive placement agreement. 

Under current adoption regulations, it is possible to prepare an agreement that allows an adopted child to maintain contact with his or her birth family following a legal adoption if the child is adopted by a relative.  This is called a Kinship Adoption Agreement.  Completion of a Kinship Adoption Agreement is strictly voluntary and must be agreed to by all parties to the adoption and approved by the court.  The adoption agency may act as an intermediary in the exchange of correspondence between the adopted child, the adoptive parent(s), the birth parents, or other family members.
After adoptive placement usually adoption finalization occurs within several weeks. Finalization generally occurs at the juvenile court and consists of a judge making your adoption legal.
Provisions of the Adoption Information Act, Family Code Section 8702:

California has a Mutual Consent Program that is administered by either the California Department of Social Services (CDSS) or the licensed California public or private adoption agency that handled the adoption. Prior to the age of 18 an adopted child and their adoptive parent may contact the agency consenting to the adoption or the California Department of Social Service, Adoption Branch and sign a waiver of their right to confidentiality, allowing that agency to provide the adopted child’s birth siblings with the adopted child’s identity and whereabouts. Likewise minor siblings of adoptees can also, with their parent or guardian, sign a waiver of their right to confidentiality.
Upon reaching the age of 18, a child adopted in the State of California may contact the agency consenting to the adoption or the California Department of Social Service, Adoption Branch and sign a waiver of his or her right to confidentiality, allowing that agency to provide the birth parents with the adopted child’s identity and whereabouts.  

Lastly, when the adopted child reaches the age of 18, he/she may individually contact the agency consenting to the adoption or the California Department of Social Service, Adoption Branch and sign a waiver of his or her right to confidentiality, allowing that agency to provide the adopted child’s birth siblings with the adopted child’s identity and whereabouts. 

It is necessary that the birth parents and/or siblings also sign waivers of their right to confidentiality before that information can be released.  This agency may not solicit the signing of these waivers.
	The Adoption Assistance Program and Other Resources for Adopted Children




California State Department of Social Service regulations require that anyone applying to adopt children must be informed of the resources available to help the adopted child and family deal with any problems that may arise during and after the adoption.  These resources include the following:
· The Adoption Assistance Program (AAP) - This program can be applied for through the child’s assigned adoption social worker or by contacting the Kern County Department of Human Services Adoption Agency at (661) 873-2400.  Each adoptive parent will be asked to sign either an application to receive Adoption Assistance or a deferral at the time the application to adopt a specific child is signed.  This will act as a receipt confirming that you have in fact been informed of the Adoption Assistance Program. Further information on AAP is provided in the next section of this document.
· Post-Adoption Social Worker - After the finalization of an adoption, an assigned post-adoption social worker will be available to answer questions or provide information regarding Adoption Assistance Program (AAP) benefits, including renegotiation of benefits.  Contact the Kern County Department of Human Services Adoption Agency at (661) 873-2400 for more information.

· Medi-Cal - Regular medical and dental services may be covered through Medi-Cal benefits.  The child will qualify for Medi-Cal benefits until the age of 18 and may be extended until the age of 21 under specific circumstances. The Medi-Cal Telephone Services Center (TSC), 1-800-541-5555 is available 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., Monday through Friday, except holidays.  To apply for these services contact your assigned adoption social worker or the Kern County Department of Human Services Adoption Agency at (661) 873-2400.

· Medicaid (Title XIX) for medical and dental services outside the state of California and the Early Periodic Screening Diagnostic and Treatment Program (EPSDT) - For children outside the state of California regular medical and dental benefits may be covered through Medicaid.  To apply for these services contact your assigned adoption social worker or the Kern County Department of Human Services Adoption Agency at (661) 873-2400.

· Local Mental Health Care Plan (Medi-Cal Mental Health or Mental Health Managed Care) - If the adoptive child experiences mental, emotional or behavioral problems, Kern County Behavioral Health & Recovery Services may be able to help.  Mental Health services can be accessed by calling the “Access Unit” at (661) 868-8111 or the Crisis Stabilization Unit at (800) 991-5272.  Mental Health Services can also be reached through the “Children’s System of Care” at (661) 868-8300.
Effective January 1, 2018, AB 1006 created a series of new requirements to ensure that children achieve permanency and that best efforts are made to preserve adoptive families. The bill requires that prospective adoptive families or guardians are provided written information about the importance of working with mental health providers that have specialized adoption or permanency training, and a written description of the desirable clinical expertise the family should look for when choosing an adoption or permanency competent mental health professional. 
· Out of County Mental Health Managed Care - If the adoptive child experiences mental, emotional or behavioral problems out of county mental health services can be obtained by contacting Value Options at (800) 236-0756.

· California Regional Center Services - If the adoptive child has developmental delays or disabilities, he of she may be eligible for the services through Kern Regional Center at (661) 327-8531, or Regional Centers outside of Kern at (800) 478-9899.

· Search and Serve - The Search and Serve office will screen each contact and make a referral to the most appropriate source of evaluation and services for the child.  For more information, please call your assigned adoption social worker or Search and Serve Secretary at (661) 636-4817.

· Individual Education Program (IEP) and Special Education services are available through the local school district or you may also contact the Kern County Superintendent of Schools at (661) 636-4000.
· Aspiranet is a local foster family agency that contracts with the County and offers post adoption support services for adoptive parents called R.E.A.C.H. – Resources, Education, Advocacy, Crisis Intervention & Hope. This service offers monthly support groups for adoptive families, case management, training, short-term counseling, community referrals, and crisis intervention. For information, contact your assigned adoption social worker or the Kern County Department of Human Services Adoption Agency at (661) 873-2400. 
· Wraparound - The goal of Wraparound Services is to provide individualized support to the family based on strength and needs of each family.  Wraparound provides a caring team that links the family to community based resources, supports and services.  The ultimate goal of Wraparound is to keep children with their families and out of higher level of care.  For more information about Wraparound services, contact your assigned adoption social worker or the Adoption Agency at (661) 873-2400.
· Warmline - Warmline offers free telephone support for parents of children birth to 6 years of age.  Call (661) 323-3521 or (800) 955-9099, Monday – Friday, 8:30 a.m. – 4:30 p.m. (except holidays).  Internet support also available at e-warmline.org.

· 211 – This is an easy phone number to remember. 211 is used to link people to health and human resources in the community.  Information is free and confidential.  It is a 24 hour service, 7 days a week, as well as multilingual and TTY accessible.

Eligibility 

           All of the programs listed above have eligibility requirements which must be met before services or funds are provided.  Each agency or governmental entity providing services will make a final determination of eligibility and need.  The determination will be based on their assessment of the child and the child’s circumstances as well as the laws and regulations of the State of California.

As a general rule, children who are, or were at the time of adoption, dependent children of the court, or are at risk of becoming dependent children, may be eligible for the service programs.  Some programs may require assessments from psychologists, physicians or other licensed professionals before eligibility can be determined.
	The Adoption Assistance Program




It is the intent of the Adoption Assistance Program to lessen barriers to the adoption of children who would otherwise remain in long term foster care through providing stability and security in a permanent adoptive family.

Category l

In order to meet the basic needs of the adoptive child, the program may provide a monthly payment directly to the adoptive parent until the age of 18 years.  Under specific circumstances the benefit may be extended until the age of twenty-one.
The amount of this payment is negotiated between the Department of Human Services Adoption Agency and the adoptive parent(s).  The adoptive family’s financial resources are not considered in determining the amount of the payment.  The payment may not exceed the foster care payment the child would have received if they had remained in foster care, at the time of adoptive placement. 
            As of January 1, 2010, adoption assistance age-related rate increases shall not be provided.

Category ll

An additional amount of money may be available, paid each month to the adoptive parent, to help with more serious problems.  These funds are called Specialized Care Increments which are in addition to the regular monthly Adoption Assistance Program payment and are intended to be used to help an adoptive family with the adoptive child’s more serious medical, developmental, emotional, and behavioral problems.  The amount of the Specialized Care Increment is based on an assessment of the child and the family’s needs.

An adoptive parent that would like their child to be considered for a Specialized Care Increment should contact their assigned adoption social worker or post-adoption social worker, if the need occurs after the child’s adoption.  The adoptive parent will be required to provide a written request stating the impact of the problem on the family and the need for additional funding.  Supporting documentation will also be required from a physician, therapist, school personnel or others familiar with the child’s problems.


With this information, the adoption social worker and parent will negotiate an amount based on the need level according to pre-established criteria involving five maximum Specialized Increment Rate Levels.

Children who are dual agency clients, meaning they qualify for both the Adoption Assistance Program and Kern Regional Center services, may be eligible for a higher rate upon regional center verification of eligibility.

Children receiving Early Intervention Services through a California Regional Center may receive $1081.00 up to the age of three years.  A child who qualifies under the provisions of the Lanterman Developmental Services Act shall receive a benefit of $2,417.00 regardless of age. 
In cases of severe need, children who are over the age of three and are receiving Regional Center services may be considered for a supplemental amount of up to $1000.00 per month.  The adoptive parent may wish to request an evaluation to determine if the child is eligible for the supplemental payment.

Category lll

The Adoption Assistance Program can provide funds for adoptive children whose problems are so severe that treatment requires out-of-home care.  Out-of-home placement is determined by the county.  This may involve placement of the child in a foster home, foster family agency or group home.  Funding for an out-of-home placement is generally limited to an 18 month period per episode.  Placement must be a non-profit facility.  Approval of funding for the home the parent selects must be obtained before placement to ensure payment.  The adoptive parents are expected to exhaust all other resources such as counseling, medical treatment, and other in-home programs such as Wraparound services to address any problems before a child is placed in out-of-home care.  The adoptive parent will need to obtain a written recommendation from a licensed professional recommending that placement out of home would be in the child’s best interest.  The adoptive parents must be completing a reunification plan with their child.  Payment is only for the licensed group home rate that pays only for board and care.  The payment does not include education or counseling cost and the adoptive parents do not receive the negotiated Foster Care rate or SCI that was negotiated before placement while the child is in out-of-home placement.

Duration of Benefit

Once a child is determined eligible to receive AAP, he or she remains eligible for the benefit and the subsidy continues unless the child has: 1) attained age 18 or 21 years of age; 2) the adoptive parents are no longer legally responsible for the support of the child, or 3) the Kern County Department of Human Services Adoption Agency determines the adoptive parents are no longer providing support to the child.

           The AAP benefit is reassessed every two years beginning from the date of the initial signed AAP Agreement (AD 4320) for any changes to the AAP benefit.  The County shall mail the adoptive parent(s) the Reassessment Information Adoption Assistance Program form (AAP 3) every two years for this purpose. At the request of the adoptive parent(s) on the AAP 3 form, the AAP benefit may be reassessed for a change in benefit including a deferment, increase or decrease of the AAP. If the family does not submit a completed AAP 3 form, the AAP will continue at the same rate reflected on the last AAP agreement.

Payments normally terminate the month the child becomes 18 years of age unless the agency determines the child has a mental or physical disability which warrants the continuance of assistance, then, AAP may continue until the child reaches 21 years of age. 

However, if the adoption occurred after the child turned 16 years of age, it is possible benefits may also be continued until the age of 21 if the child is finishing high school, enrolled in college, community college, or vocational program, participating in a program designed to remove barriers to employment, or employed at least 80 hours a month. 
Limitation and Exceptions

 
Adoption Assistance Program funds are not intended for specific goods and services.  The AAP benefit is not considered income of the adoptive parents and is meant to remove or reduce barriers to the adoption of children who otherwise would remain in foster care. The adoptive parent(s) have the right to use the AAP benefit to meet the child’s needs as they deem appropriate without further agency approval. 
Request for an increase in financial services under adoption assistance does not include some of the following situations. This list is not all inclusive. 
· Respite services
· Education services, such as tutors
· Capital improvements to real property, such as room additions
· Purchase or lease of vehicles
· Health care services, including medications
· Attorney’s fees
· Child care 

· Private education 

· Orthodontia (Braces)

· Unemployment or decreased employment or income by the adoptive parent(s)

Reimbursement of Nonrecurring Adoption Expenses




Nonrecurring adoption expenses include reasonable and necessary adoption fees and other expenses, which are directly related to the legal adoption of an Adoption Assistance Program eligible child.  These would include the costs of the adoption incurred by or on behalf of the parents for which parents carry the ultimate liability for payment such as the home study, including health and psychological examinations, fingerprint clearance, supervision of the placement prior to adoption, court costs and attorney fees, transportation and the reasonable costs of lodging and food for the child and/or adoptive parent(s) if travel was necessary to complete the placement and/or finalization process.

All expenses claimed must be documented with cancelled checks, signed and dated receipts and/or letters confirming the expenses and have not been previously or subsequently reimbursed from other sources, such as income tax deductions or employer reimbursement.
 
The maximum reimbursement is $400 per placement of an Adoption Assistance Program eligible child.  An agreement to be reimbursed must be filed with the agency within two years of the date of the final decree of adoption.

 
It is possible that you may qualify for Federal Income Tax credit after adopting a hard to place child.  It is possible to claim adoption related expenses for the adoption of a hard to place child on your Federal Income Tax return.  Please contact the Internal Revenue Service regarding allowable deductions.


Many employers provide financial or other benefits for employees who adopt.  Consult your employer regarding benefits that may be available.  Certain employers also allow maternity and paternity leave for those who adopt.  Your employer will be able to provide you with more information about those services that may be available.
	Adoption Grievance Review Procedures




It is the right of all persons applying for adoption services through the Kern County Department of Human Services Adoption Agency to request a Grievance Review Hearing regarding an action taken by the agency which they feel is wrong.  Talking to the social worker involved or the Adoption Supervisor can resolve most disagreements.  If these measures fail to bring a satisfactory solution to the conflict, the applicant may request a Grievance Review Hearing. The following procedures need to be followed to file a valid request.
· All requests for a grievance review shall be in writing and signed by the applicant or an authorized representative. 
· Specifically state the facts surrounding the disagreement with the action and submit to the Kern County Adoption Agency within thirty (30) days of the action.

No request for a Grievance Review Hearing will be granted if the request is based solely on:

· Any action of the agency in compliance with a court order.

· A question regarding the validity of a statute of regulation.

· Any issue for which a state hearing is available under Welfare and Institutions Code Section 10950.

The Kern County Department of Human Services will schedule a Grievance Review Hearing within ten (10) working days of receiving the request.  Notice shall be sent to the parties involved at least five (5) days prior to the hearing and the notice shall state the time, date and place of the hearing.


The hearing is to be conducted in a non-adversarial atmosphere as much as possible.  All hearings will be recorded.  The applicant requesting the hearing shall be allowed to present witnesses or other evidence before the hearing officer.  The hearing will be closed to all other persons who do not have an interest in the matter.  

The hearing officer may continue the hearing for no more than ten (10) days if further witnesses or evidence need to be produced.  After the hearing, the hearing officer has five (5) days to send the written recommendations to the Director of the Kern County Department of Human Services.  The Director has five (5) days after receiving the recommendation to issue a decision, in writing, to the applicant requesting the hearing, the representative(s), if any, and the department. 

Planned Removal Decisions
If a decision has been made to remove a child from placement, the department must determine whether the caretaker meets the criteria as a Prospective Adoptive Parent.  The social worker shall provide the caretaker(s) with written notice of their right to appeal the removal using one of the two following procedures:

· If the caretaker meets the criteria as a Prospective Adoptive Parent, the social worker must follow procedures in accordance with WIC 366.26(n)(1) and the issue will be elevated to the court.
· If the caretaker does not meet the criteria as a Prospective Adoptive Parent, the caretaker may file for a placement grievance hearing.
If you wish to have a further explanation of your rights to a Grievance Review Hearing or if you have any questions, please ask your social worker or the adoption supervisor for further explanation.
